Drama 

such as ‘conscious 

corridor’ is used as it 

invites students to 

explore multiple facets 

of a character's choice 

within a specific 

dilemma. 

Children are given the 

opportunity to develop 

self-knowledge, self-

esteem and individual 

opinions.  

 

Through personal 

reflection on themes 

and character’s 

choices in the text 

children will be able to 

reflect on different 

perspectives and 

choices and develop 

and understanding that 

everyone if free to 

have their own views. 
 

Mutual respect is 

taught and given when 

children are 

expressing their 

thoughts and opinions  

about different 

characters within the 

text.  

 

Children are taught  

and encouraged to 

show respect to each 

other’s beliefs, 

feelings and opinions 

by given each child a 

forum to share these 

on and an expectation 

that these must be 

listened to.
